Admission Procedure: 

There will be an online test for MCAT (MCA Common Admission Test). 50% weightage 

will be given MCAT Score and 50% weightage will be given to Degree Percentage. 

Candidates qualifying the entrance test shall be admitted to the programme solely from the 

merit list prepared from the entrance results provided that the eligibility criteria prescribed 

above are fulfilled.
