Class rooms, Laboratory facilities,
etc. are not sufficient to run the programme. Further, there are no
sufficient qualified faculties. If Dibrugarh University provides sufficient
infrastructure and qualified teacher, then the Programme may be
continued. Otherwise, the programme should be kept in abeyance for the
time being. Prof. Tapos Kumar Goswami, Department of Applied
Geology also agreed with Prof. M. N. Dutta.

Prof. K. D. Kalita, Department of Applied Geology, Dibrugarh
University has also shared her views and opined that the programme has
got very high demand from the concerned students and it has scope for

employability. She opined that the programme should be continued.

After threadbare discussion the council recommended to refer back the
matter to the Departmental Management Committee (DMC), Department
of Applied Geology, Dibrugarh University to review the same and
submit a report to the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor and Chairperson,
